A Different Approach

» “A clear system of accountability to the public including...the development
of internal District equity indices to help identify funding priorities based on
level of need” (Resolution No. 3113, 2019)

* The development of four key principles to guide the FMP:

1.

Ensure that the voices of students, parents, and community members — all of whom have
informed insights and knowledge - inform District planning.

Utilize student, neighborhood, and school site demographic data, as opposed to
enrollment numbers.

Closely align the goals of the LCAP with facilities priorities in ways that in turn prioritize the
same student groups as identified in the LCAP.

Be visionary as well as practical.
